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Because of some theories which emphasize on tHanetipn of the relation
between geographical space and power in the dineaficontrol and domination
of the world by the great powers, geopolitics wasised that domination seeking
behavior of the power is justified by it, and itdseto development of dispute and
war, and basically geopolitics is a knowledge whghused by the owners of
political power. Perhaps for this reason, someltmadigves that geopolitics is an
applied knowledge in nature. Also somebody beli¢hasgeopolitics is guilty in
appearance of the first and second world warshep ¢hallenge the traditional
geopolitics, especially its negative dimension ks imperialist geopolitics.
Appearance of the other approaches such as Cgtcgdolitics, Environmental
geopolitics and anti-geopolitics can be evaluatdhis direction.

The writer of this text recognizes geopolitias a branch of political
geography with scientific nature, which similaithe other scientific disciplines
has two dimensions: Basic and Applied. In the bagproach, scientific
theorems, propositions and theories can be produsedthe theoretical
knowledge and scientific literature of geopolitaan be developed. According
to this approach the writer has compiled and plbtisthe book of: "The
Principle and Concepts of Geopolitics"(Hafeznia,080 The applied
dimension, emphasizes on the application of getgalknowledge to meet the
needs of human societies, and to some extent &r uhd influence of world
view, ideology, interest and attitudes of the usEhés aspect is the same in the
other scientific disciplines, and is not speciagtpolitics. In the process of
misuse of the knowledge of any scientific disciplincluding geopolitics the

But it should be used by the users afitical players especially
governments, in the direction of the needs andeste of the people and
human beings in all scales; global, regional, natiand local.

According to this reasoning, the writer of thisttescommends a new approach
for application of geopolitical knowledge. He dgfit it as "Humanist
Geopolitics", and describes it briefly. Humanisp@alitics as a world view and
school of thoughtness believes that the knowledigeapolitics should be used
and applied for creation of peace and securitizetiship rights, meaningful
and public justice, public welfare, equality initig standards and development,
and respect to the dignity of human beings.

Humanist
geopolitics no support from the tyrants, as wellhasoppressive actions of the
rulers and the owners of power which produce paim$ suffering for the
people and human beings, until they continue theternment and ruling. In
the Humanist geopolitics, the philosophy of the egyaments is people and
citizens. So the government is created by theecitizand the government on
behalf of the citizens must take the steps fofdlewing fields:
